Batches 14_02, 03, 04 also added: Hardknott, Fanny Bramble & Should 
Have Gone to SpecSavers. The connection up to BigMat Calf Hole has revealed errors in the underground 
surveying. The new centre line, with Vaca and BMCH entrances tied in to the correct places, is now used to align 
new survey batches (starting with 14_01). Each batch starts at a previous end point, i.e. most of the old drawn 
survey has not been twisted and moved (as in Therion) to fit over the newly adjusted centre line. 
However, passages to the northeast and southwest of Ed’s Birthday Passage have been adjusted to fit 
the new centre line. Much more precise positioning is found on the area map where the adjusted centre line 
links the entrances.
